Peitz has performed in a wide variety of air show aircraft, including nine years in a Christen Eagle, followed by a 15-year run in an Extra 300L and now the F33C Beechcraft Bonanza for over 11 years. If THAT wasn’t enough, he also performs in a P-51D Mustang and 450 Stearman! He is the recipient of the most prestigious award in the air show industry, the International Council of Air Shows Sword of Excellence.

Jim believes that aviation is one of the greatest freedoms we enjoy in this country, and nobody probably enjoys it more. In addition to his airshow activities, Jim also owns and operates Mustang Aviation, a full service FBO, charter company and maintenance facility at the Pierre Regional Airport. A what? A Bonanza? Yes, A Bonanza! Almost everyone at an airshow has seen a Bonanza, but never dream it could be capable of doing the aerobatic routine Jim Peitz puts it through! 
The Beechcraft Bonanza is an American general aviation aircraft introduced in 1947 by Beech Aircraft Corporation of Wichita, Kansas. The six-seater, single-engine aircraft is still being produced by Beechcraft and has been in continuous production longer than any other airplane in history. More than 17,000 Bonanzas of all variants have been built, produced in both distinctive V-tail as well as conventional tail configurations.

Between 1959 and 1995 Beechcraft produced conventional tail Bonanzas. The F33C model Bonanza was produced in 1970, and was a variant of the F33A model that was certified for aerobatics. A total of 118 were built.  

When Jim brings this unique plane to town, it's a guaranteed head-turner - loops, point rolls, barrel rolls, snap rolls, Cuban eights, hammerheads (yes, this Bonanza goes VERTICAL!) and more are all part of a routine you never expected to see in a Bonanza. This F33C Bonanza handles it all in style, and with Jim's expert touch he makes it all look easy. A truly show quality aircraft (one of very few Aerobatic Bonanzas ever built) with an awesome smoke system, this is the one act that air show fans will talk about long after the show.
